


WEYMOUTH SAILING RADAR COURSE JOINING INSTRUCTIONS AND PROGRAMME 

The course is held in the Dean & ReddyHoff Weymouth Marina classroom at 70 Commercial Road, Weymouth, DT4 8NA Tel: +44 (0)1305 767576.  The instructor’s phone number is 07767 305073 if any urgent details are required.  The course starts at 0800 and please allow plenty of time for traffic, particularly if arriving from outside Weymouth.  Parking is available in the marina car park.  Please do not expect to be finished the course before 1800 at the earliest. 

In the afternoon, the course moves to the school’s yacht and motor cruiser for practical radar experience, navigation and pilotage practice.  Please wear suitable footwear for onboard plus outdoor clothing.  If the weather is inclement, foul weather gear is available.

Please bring the pre-course material you were sent on application for the course (RYA Introduction to RADAR and sample questions).  
Tea and coffee will be available throughout the morning, and the marina is immediately adjacent to several shops where sandwiches and lunch can be purchased.

The course will start in the classroom and primarily be based around the Lightmaster computer based Radar Simulator packages you were sent prior to the course.  The programme will cover the syllabus of the RYA Introduction to Radar Publication you were also sent as pre-course reading and will include:

· Background to radar

· Limitations of typical small craft radar sets

· Use of the radar controls to switch on and tune set for the best picture

· Refining the picture to best effect

· Understanding the radar picture

· Understanding range and bearing discrimination, the effect of changing pulse length and PRF on the radar picture

· The problem of blind arcs and areas

· Radar reflectors and their use and efficacy

· Fixing position by radar

· Pilotage by radar

· Collision avoidance

A 50% booking fee is payable at the time of booking all courses with Weymouth Sailing.�


The full cost of all courses booked with Weymouth Sailing must be paid 4 weeks before the start of the course.�


If a client cancels any course with Weymouth Sailing outside 4 weeks of the course start, 10% of the total cost of the course will be charged.�
