


WEYMOUTH SAILING SRC COURSE JOINING INSTRUCTIONS AND PROGRAMME 

The course is held in the Dean & ReddyHoff Weymouth Marina classroom at 70 Commercial Road, Weymouth, DT4 8NA Tel: +44 (0)1305 767576.  The instructor’s phone number is 07767 305073 if any urgent details are required.  The course starts at 0830 and please allow plenty of time for traffic, particularly if arriving from outside Weymouth.  Parking is available in the marina car park.  Please do not expect to be finished the course before 1800 at the earliest.

Please bring the pre-course material you were sent on application for the course (G22 & G26), also bring a pencil and paper plus a passport-sized photograph for the Licence Application, you will also need the Licence Application fee of £30.  Tea and coffee will be available throughout the day, and the marina is immediately adjacent to several shops where sandwiches and lunch can be purchased.

Welcome – Introductions.   Aims and objectives of the course.

Basic controls and usage 
Power source afloat, volume, squelch, PTT switch, dimmer, high and low power, TX/RX, channel selection, concept of a channel, Channel 16 (distress & calling) quick button, dual watch and memory scan. Distress alert button. 

Introduction to portable VHF set – controls, battery care & charging.

Antennas types – yacht, motor cruiser, portable – connection and positioning.


Licensing – ship station, transportable.  Ten-year renewal, certificates & publications to be kept on board, Authority to Operate.

Types of station   – Ship, Coast, RCC, Aircraft, Pilots, Port

Types of call

MMSI remains with set – change MMSI if taken to other vessel.

Registration & coding, Mounting, manual operation/ float free  

COPSPAS/SARSAT 406 & Inmarsat 1.6 GHz EPIRB.  121.5 MHz homing

       
Battery/float free check, testing, maintenance.


Routine for accidental activation – leave switched on, inform

Coastguard.



SARTs
     Storage, Operation, radar display, range, shadow with reflector.

NAVTEX   Purpose – distress, navigation & gale warnings, weather etc - selection

Types of display – text/ paper. Frequencies – International 518 kHz & National 490 kHz

Distress 

Definition of distress. Top priority. Correct use of word MAYDAY


Sending a DSC distress alert – selection of nature of distress

Sequence of events when DSC alert is issued – wait 15 secs before voice call.


Sequence of voice distress call and message, inclusion of MMSI.

Giving position – GPS – reading lat & long correctly.  Bearing and distance from charted object.

Digital and voice acknowledgement procedure by RCC or Class A/B – not Class D.


Candidates compose distress call and message. Practise sending DSC distress alert and read distress call and message over radio.

Distress traffic terminology and use of procedure words:

Mayday, Seelonce Mayday and Seelonce Feenee

Procedure to be followed when receiving a distress alert, call and message:

Radio silence, logging message. 

Responding to call and message – wait for RCC response. Obligation to respond.

Correct procedure for acknowledgement.

Procedure if false alert is transmitted. Immediate switch off to cancel repeat alert.

Candidates practise cancellation of false distress using sets

Urgency

Addressed to All Ships/All Stations.  Correct use and meaning of word PANPAN. 


Obtaining medical advice through Coast Station

Format for Urgency calls and messages.   

Practise sending DSC Urgency Alert and message.

Correct use of signal - MAYDAY RELAY.  Procedure using Urgency alert with Class D. 

When to relay – immediate for casualties unable to call: i.e. aircraft in sea, explosion, stranded on cliff/ beach, non-radio owners.

Procedure for relay if DSC alert and/or voice message received. Allow time for RCC to respond.


Safety  


Correct use of word SECURITE

Reception of  Maritime Safety Information – call on Ch 16, message on working channel.


Use of duplex channels to avoid interruption.


Procedure for sending DSC routine alert & passage report to HMCG: 

– MMSI, Call-sign, Departure & Destination port, ETA, Number of persons on board.


Candidates send safety alert using DSC

Group discussion       Rules and Regulations

Preserving secrecy of correspondence, log important traffic in ships log if not compulsory fit.

Prohibited transmissions – broadcasting, false distress, closing down during distress working, calls to unlicensed shore station, unidentified, nicknames, profanities, calls without permission of master, unsupervised calls etc.

Extra Prowords    Correct, correction, wrong, text, traffic, in figures, in letters, word after, word before, all after, all before, read back, radio check.
